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BGGA Moves Annual AJGA Tournament to Innisbrook Resort

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This year’s field includes 132 boys from 16 countries and 23 states. Fifteen players are currently ranked in the top-100 in the Rolex AJGA Rankings.

In 2017, Jaoquin Niemann of Chile won the event with a three-round score of 140 which was good for an eight-shot victory.
